SUBJECT: Integral Determination Delegation to Major Subordinate Command (MSC)
Commanders

| am delegating the approval of all integral determinations to the MSC
Commanders. This delegation may not be further delegated within the MSC or to a
District Commander. In general, credit eligibility for in-kind contributions is determined
based on whether the in-kind contribution is integral to the study or the project. To be
integral to the study or project, the contribution must be part of the work the Federal
Government would otherwise have undertaken itself for the study or for construction of
what is ultimately determined to be the Federal project. Reference Engineering
Regulation 1105-2-100.

Actual affording of the credit will be based on an audit of the non-Federal work by
the District Engineer under the terms of a cost-sharing agreement, such as a Feasibility
Cost Sharing Agreement or a Project Partnership Agreement.

The approval authority delegated to the MSC Commander is subject to the full
compliance of each integral determination to law and policy, including maintaining a
record copy. The Deputy Commanding General for Civil and Emergency Operations
shall be accountable for all actions taken pursuant to the exercise of this authority, and
upon request by my office, shall provide information on integral determinations
approved pursuant to this delegation. This delegation will expire five years after

approval.
